* Sophie (The BFG) — Pink dress (or nightie) and glasses

e Charlie Bucket (Charlie and the Chocolate Factory) — jeans, an old t-shirt and a
golden ticket

* Miss Spider (James and the Giant Peach) - black top, black leggings or trousers and
a couple of pairs of black tights stuffed with newspaper and attached to a belt or
draped around the neck to look like the legs
