Year Two Homework – Autumn Term – There’s No Place Like Home 
Here is a list of homework activities for this term. Please hand homework in when you have completed a few tasks and we will endeavour to get the books back to you as soon as possible. The tasks can be completed in any order and for each piece of homework you complete you will receive house points! 
1. Watch the film The Wizard of Oz, or read the story with a grown up. You could borrow the book from the library if you do not have it at home. Talk about your favourite part and draw a picture of the scene.
2. In the Wizard of Oz story Dorothy met some new friends, who turned out to be very special indeed.  Think about a special friend you have.  What is it that makes that friend special? Write a short poem or story about a special friend you have, or a time when you were a special friend.

3. Write a character description about a character from the Wizard of Oz. We have written one about Dorothy and we used adjectives and joined our ideas with ‘and’.
4. Practise counting in 2s, 5s, 10s. Write the number patterns in your homework book For a further challenge you could try going backwards. 

5. Read some traditional fairy tales with a grown up. Can you write down some of the phrases that are often found in these types of stories.  Here’s a couple to start you off, ‘In a land far away’, ‘and they lived happily ever after.’
6. Find five objects in your house that are waterproof and write them down. What material are they made of? Why is it important that these objects are waterproof?
7. Read your coloured book band book as many times as you can at home (try to aim for 5 times a week). And read other books, comics, magazines, etc, that you have. Please write down any reading that your child does in their reading log as we count them up each Monday and put them on our ‘Year 2 love reading’ board.  Prizes are given out for the regular readers.
8. Meadgate School’s Super Speller Challenge! Practise your spellings and ask an adult to test you. When you can spell all the words correctly bring your sheet back to school. If you know your spellings you will get a special sticker! Then, you will move on to the next challenge. Please note: There is one sheet per child to be checked per week. If you hand a sheet in, it will be checked at some point in the week and a new sheet will be given you.
9. Meadgate Magnificent Maths Challenge.  Take part in the activity on the sheet.  When you have completed the challenge bring the sheet back to school.  You will receive a sticker for your great work! Then, you move onto the next challenge.  If you hand a sheet in, it will be checked at some point in the week and a new sheet will be given to you.
10. Use Purple Mash to create a fabulous Bonfire night picture near to the actual Bonfire night on the 5th November.  We will be learning to use ‘2Paint a Picture’ in Purple Mash to create a Wizard of Oz scene and we will look at how to create the foreground, middle ground and background.  Try to remember this when you make your scene.
11. Once we have learnt about Guy Fawkes in class later in the term, log on to Purple Mash to find a ‘To Do’ task where you will show us how much you have learnt.
12. We will be looking at our local area of Meadgate in Chelmsford and the physical features (fields, rivers, etc) and human features (houses, shops, roads, etc).  Draw a map of your local area around your home.  What physical and human features are there nearby?
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
