Here is a list of homework activities for this term. Please hand in all homework on or before Thursday 23rd May. 
 Half term project:

We will be looking at and writing non-chronological reports in English so this half term we would like you to choose an explorer to find out about and create a report that will tell other people in the class about your chosen explorer.  You can decide how to present this report, for example: you could create a fact sheet, a PowerPoint presentation, use an app in Purple Mash, create an information leaflet or a short book.

In your report try to include:

· Title

· Introduction

· Sub-headings

· Written information and facts about the explorer
· Diagram or pictures with captions

Also remember to use:

· Clear punctuation – capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks, commas for lists and apostrophes (to shorten words)

· Neat handwriting (unless you choose to type your report)

· Check your spellings

· Check your sentences make sense

Ongoing tasks:
1. Keep reading regularly each week.  Please try to read at least 5 times a week to win a PRIZE!
2. Practise spelling the first 100 and next 200 high frequency words.  You have a super spellers sheet you can use to practise these words and there is a full list on the Year 2 Class Page in the English Resources section.  Practise writing the words in different ways e.g. Look Say Cover Write Check, Play Noughts and Crosses with the words, Play dice spelling challenges, play bingo, play memory games (write the word that has disappeared).. 
3. For Maths we would like you to use Times Table Rockstars regularly (at least 4 times a week for 10 minutes). In the Garage section you can practise appropriately set times table facts. You could also use Daily 10 and Hit the Button to work on adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing.  There are links to these on the Year 2 Class Page in the Useful Links section.
