 Half term project:

We are taking a journey around the world in geography and finding out about the seven continents and oceans of the world. We would like you to find out about a country outside of Europe and present it to the rest of the class for the end of the half term.
Include:

· Location
· Population
· Capital city
· Language
· Famous landmarks (human and physical, e.g. mountains, rivers, buildings etc)
· Currency 

· Climate / Weather

Also remember to use:

· Clear punctuation – capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks, commas for lists and apostrophes (to shorten words)

· Neat handwriting (unless you choose to type your presentation)

· Check your spellings

· Check your sentences make sense

Ongoing tasks:

1. Keep reading regularly each week.  Please try to read at least 5 times a week.  
2. Practise spelling the Year 1 and Year 2 HRS words.  Collect a Super Spellers Sheet to practise these harder to read and spell words.  Practise writing the words in different ways e.g. Look Say Cover Write Check, Play Noughts and Crosses with the words, Play dice spelling challenges, play bingo, play memory games (write the word that has disappeared).

For Maths we would like you to use Times Table Rockstars regularly (at least 4 times a week for 10 minutes) and to also help to improve your maths skills by using Daily 10 and Hit the Button to work on adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing.
