This homework will cover all learning which will take place this half term during our geography and history topic of World War One! In the interest of time management, doing one piece of homework per week will help you stay on top of things throughout the half term. Some are ongoing tasks, and some are one-off topic related tasks! 
Always remember your best handwriting and spelling during homework time…
Weekly repeated tasks:
1. Be a bookworm! Make sure you are making a note of your reading at home in your reading record. Keep working at the Book Bingo Challenge – The Year 5 Reading Recommendations List. Lots of great books!  
2. Spelling Superstars! You will working on your spelling bookmark spellings! Once you’ve spelled a word correctly it can be ticked off by an adult. When you have learnt the words, we can move you on to the next set of spellings so remember to bring your spelling bookmark into school and take it home to practice.
3. TT Rockstars – it is so important to keep on top of your times tables recall, especially as we reach the last term of year 5 and you prepare for year 6! 
Topic tasks…
4. Countries from World War 1! Do some research about one of the countries that fought in World War 1. How did they help? Which alliance did they belong to? What dates did they enter and leave the war? 
5. Wish you were here… Write a post card home imagining that you have just arrived in the trenches in the war. How do you want to describe your experience? This is on PURPLEMASH as a task but can be done on paper or in books. 
6. You’re ELECTRIFYING! In science we are going into the shocking world of electricity. Can you go on an electric hunt around your home and find five items or appliances which require electricity. Then, draw a small diagram in your homework books of the item and write beside it what you think people did before they had electricity to power that object.
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]Instructions – what do you enjoying playing? Create a set of clear instructions that someone could read to understand how to play your game. Remember to use imperative verbs (bossy action words e.g. cut, draw, throw, jump, etc). 
8. Arithmetic challenges – On our class page are some Year 5 arithmetic challenges for the children to have a go at in their homework books. The answers are also on there for them to mark instantly at home and see how they have done.
